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We are challenged during Holy Week to find the Easter Message in the 

events of Jesus’ life and encountering these, change our own lives! We 

encounter a Christ alive with Generosity, Love, Forgiveness, Inclusion, 

Prayer, Self-Discipline and Obedience! Can you recognise more?  Taking 

the Easter events into our own hearts, can we identify these qualities of 

Christ in each of the Holy Week events and take them on in our own 

lives so that the message of Easter touches all we meet in what we say 

and do? Holy Week is a great time to focus on the examples of Jesus-

how He accepted His Cross, and the suffering he endured, only to die for 

us. He said that He will rise again and ‘be with us until the end of time.’ 

His resurrected Spirit is living with us in the NOW of our lives. We learn 

from His life, but we must not leave Him as a person in history. The 

Easter Message is so important as it affects us all. ‘Jesus lives in our 

hearts each day, today and  FOREVER’.

We could not 

do what we do without the support of mums, dads and wider family members. We enjoy the benefits of 

good parenting and look to build upon it to produce outstanding young people. The successful partnership 

we enjoy will ensure that Trinity continues to goes from strength to strength as we all work together to 

make the students of our school stand out. It is wonderful to see parents in classrooms to support the 

students and the teachers. Research suggests that students are more successful and happier at school when 

their parents are involved in a constructive and meaningful way. Perhaps if commitments have prevented 

you from getting involved and coming in to help out in the classrooms you may be able to assist at Trinity 

next Term. Please consider this as teachers are always in need of extra assistance, especially during Literacy 

and Numeracy. The parents who do come in and assist find this to be a truly rewarding experience. 

 

Next Term, during the month of May we will be having our major fundraiser for this year which will be a 

Trinity Readathon. The Readathon is not about how many books each student can read in May, it is about 

how long you can read every day in May and recording it on the sponsor sheet. This also compliments the 

Scholastic Book Club competition called’ Read Aloud in May’ with up to $10 000 in prizes which every 

student can enter from school. Sponsor forms will be going home today so the children can start finding 

their sponsors over the holidays ready for our first day, May 1. The Trinity Equestrian event will be held on 
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May 20 and 21. Please mark these date on your calendars as we will be in need of parents to assist us on 

both of these days. We are extremely grateful to Leanne Davis for once again organising this, assisted by 

Mandy Hughes. 

 

The students from Kinder to Year 6 are busy working on designing a gotcha for a competition to win a $10 

canteen voucher with the winner being announced tomorrow. Next Term the staff will be introducing our 

new behaviour management framework for Trinity, which is called ‘Positive Behaviour for Learning’. The 

children will hand any tokens they receive to their class teacher who will keep a record. When a child obtains 

5 tokens it will be exchanged for a specially designed school silicone blue arm band. When a child receives 5 

blue arm bands they will trade for a maroon one. This year we were fortunate to have obtained a Wellbeing 

Grant for $2000 which has enabled the purchase of the armbands. The blue merit system is no longer used 

as it had lost its impetus with many of our students. The students will still continue to receive a weekly 

teacher and MJR award.

Please ensure when you arrive late with your children, return children to Trinity or pick up children early, 

that you sign the children in or out at the front office. Please do not enter the school to collect/drop off 

children during school hours without going to the office first. 

We are sure you will enjoy spending quality time with your families over the holidays and we look forward to 

seeing you at the Anzac Day March or back here at Trinity to commence Term 2 on Wednesday April 26. The 

students have the option of phasing in the wearing of the winter uniform over the first two weeks, with all 

children to be in their winter uniform by Week 3.  

May your autumn break be one of peace, relaxation and joy as you celebrate the wonderful Easter message 

and encounter Jesus, Risen in your lives!
